Holiday Plant Care

Poinsettias are sold according to the
number of flowers: the more blooms,
the more expensive the plant. Poin-
settias need good drainage and water
only when the soil is dry. They prefer
at least six hours of sunlight daily in a
location free from drafts. It may re-
bloom another year if the shoots are
cut back by one-third when the red
leaves wilt.

The showy amaryllis flowers emerge
from large bulbs that are not winter-
hardy in northern climates. After ama-
ryllis has faded, the stalk should be cut
to 2 inches above the bulb and placed
in a well-lighted area. Fertilize and wa-
ter lightly.

Unlike most succulents, the Christmas
cactus prefers cooler temperatures
rather than warm and can be encour-
aged to re-bloom each year. A Christ-
mas cactus will bloom again if kept
at 50 degrees Fahrenheit for a
few weeks in the fall. Reduce
water beginning in mid-
September, and watch
